
Starting point: Deer Leap car park and Picnic Area (OS Grid Ref 
ST518493) on the Priddy - Wookey Hole road.
No public transport.

Distance: Full circuit -  5.1 miles (8.1km)
Option 1 -  3 miles (4.8km)
Option 2 -  3  miles (6km)

Terrain: Mostly fairly flat open pasture, but the last stretch 
of the full circuit is steeply uphill from Ebbor Gorge 
National Nature Reserve.

Waymarking: Look for the special black, white and
red waymark plaques wherever there
are stiles, gates or changes of direction.
In Ebbor Gorge, follow waymarks to the car parks.

OS. Map: Explorer 141: Cheddar Gorge & Mendip Hills West.

Other information:  Wear strong, comfortable footwear and remember
it can be fairly exposed, especially on south-facing slopes.  Cattle and
sheep will be grazing.  Stay on the paths, use stiles or gates and keep
dogs on a lead.  Refreshments during opening hours are available at the
New Inn or Queen Victoria public houses at Priddy.

Things to look for:  Views: To the south - oustanding views across the
Somerset levels and moors to Glastonbury Tor.  To the south west - The
Quantocks.  To the west -  Brean Down and Steep Holm, the last hills of
the Mendips extening into the Bristol Channel.  Near Priddy: The row of
bronze Age burial mounds, Priddy Nine barrows, can be seen on the
skyline.  Priddy Green: This has been the site of the annual Sheep Fair
since 1348, when it moved up from Wells.  The New Inn appeared not
long after in 1373.
